Those students selected at their home universities for an academic exchange stay at the UAB will have to fill in an online Application Form at the address http://sia.uab.es/
This Application Form will be available during the following periods:

· For students in the first term or all academic year: from May 1st to June 15th
· For students in the second term: from November 1st to December 10th
The students accepted will receive via e-mail an admission letter and a document with useful information for their future stay at the UAB. Once the acceptance confirmation is received, students should send the Learning Agreement directly to the Exchange Office at the Centre where they have been admitted. Students interested in doing practice teaching MUST indicate this in the application form, as well as marking which discipline you are coming from. 

At their arrival, students should address the Erasmus Assistant at the Facultat de Ciències de l'Educació in order to register and organise their courses. The Erasmus Assistant will try to help them solve any problem they have during their stay with us.

Remember:


• Students will be expected to attend the courses you are enrolled in. At the faculty, students are expected to attend 80% of the classes; otherwise we cannot give you an attendance certificate. We have a learning agreement between your university and the UAB, which states that you attendance, is compulsory. Absenteeism will result in no certificate and will be reported to your university. This percentage counts from the time of your arrival until your departure.

• If you are doing practise teaching, please maintain professional attitudes - this involves attendance, punctuality and a positive attitude towards the students and teachers you are working with. Please note that finding school placements is not always easy and you should live up to the expectations of both the UAB and your home university. After all, you are representing both institutions.

• You must notify the ERASMUS office 10 days before you leave. This should be done in writing and should include your full name, courses, course codes and group. You can go by the office the day before you leave to pick up a certificate of attendance signed by the ERASMUS office. The certificate of attendance is what you will need in order to get your scholarship money. 

• In all cases, you should leave a self-addressed envelope at the ERASMUS office. Make sure your name is written clearly on the envelope and you have indicated which country it should go to. You should include a list with your full name, courses, course codes and groups. Your marks will then be sent to you. This will be sent out after the regular period of notification of marks.

How to reach the Facultat de Ciències de l'Educació

The Universitat Autònoma is not located inside the city of Barcelona; however, it is easily accessible via train. If you are lodging in Barcelona it is recommended that you buy one of the multi-ride transportation cards. There are several categories and they can be bought in any metro station. 

· Getting from the airport to Barcelona:

Here's some information about the trains from the airport to Barcelona Central Station (Sants): www.renfe.es
Length of journey: 23 minutes to Plaça Catalunya

There is also a bus (Aerobus), which leaves from the airport to Barcelona every 10 minutes and goes to Plaça Catalunya.

· Getting to the Campus:

From Plaça Catalunya, it is best to take the Ferrocarrils de la Generalitat de Catalunya (FGC) - it's symbol looks like two SS turned on their sides: http://www.fgc.es/ There are two trains which will take you to the Autònoma: the S2 (green line) and the S55 (blue line). The station of the university is Universitat Autonoma. There are trains every 12 minutes approx. Once at the University you have to turn on the left hand and go up to the northern area of the Campus by the paved way. Look for “Facultat de Ciencies de l’Educació”, a red brick building.
How to find lodging

The services, which are in charge of lodging, are called Vila Universitaria. They will help you make the arrangements for your lodging and also help you make arrangements for lodging outside of the campus. To reserve housing at the Vila, go to the UAB International Relations Office website for the online applications. If you decide to lodge off campus, it is recommended that you choose Sabadell or Cerdanyola del Vallès. They are quite close by train and bus to the UAB.

· Getting to your lodging:

To get to your lodging in the Vila Universitaria, you should get off at BELLATERRA station, not the UNIVERSITAT AUTÒNOMA. When you arrive to the station, you'll have to walk through a small wooded area. It is about a five-minute walk to the Vila Universitària. Remember that you will not be able to pick up your key at the weekend - the Vila offices open on Monday at 8 am.
