the language combination. 

 Apply the aforementioned knowledge to resolving translation problems in different non-specialised 
texts written in Standard Portuguese. 

 Incorporate this knowledge in order to make judgments on questions related to translating different 
kinds of non-specialised texts in Standard Portuguese. 

Learning objectives 
The purpose of this course is to develop the student’s abilities to resolve translation problems in 
specialised texts covering various fields. All course credits are for translation exercises.

 Understand different specialised text types, with complex constructions, about a wide range of 

subjects. (CEFR-FTI C1.4) 
 Write different types of texts, using fairly complex constructions, about a wide range of subjects and 

employing the most common styles and registers. (CEFR-FTI C1.1) 
 Understand different types of spoken Portuguese about a wide range of subject areas and able to 

discern variation in accents, styles or registers. (CEFR-FTI C1.3) 
 Express themselves in different types of spoken Portuguese on a wide range of subject areas, 

employing styles and registers. (CEFR-FTI C1.2) 
 Demonstrate their knowledge concerning instrumental aspects and documentation, and contrastive 

problems in the language combination. 
 Apply the aforementioned knowledge to resolve translation problems in specialised texts in various 

specialised fields. 
 Incorporate this knowledge in order to make judgments on questions related to translating 

specialised texts in various specialised fields. 
 Provide information, offer ideas, pose problems and offer solutions regarding the translation of 

specialised texts in various specialised fields.
