variety of non-specialised texts.

Competencies

Assessment criteria

e Translation test: the final test will be an individual translation of a general text (approx. 250-300
words) from English to Spanish.

e Group projects and other translation assignments: the full course programme will include a
schedule with the dates for forming the project groups and handing in the assignments. No work
will be accepted after the specified date. Assignments must be submitted via the Virtual Campus
or, if the teacher requires it, on paper.

IMPORTANT: if, for valid reasons, any student is unable to attend class regularly, they should contact
the teacher during the first few weeks of the course. Otherwise they will not be eligible to take the final
test.
