	
	

	
	



FRAMEWORK EDUCATIONAL COOPERATION AGREEMENT FOR UNDERTAKING EXTERNAL ACADEMIC PRACTICUMS IN COLLABORATING INSTITUTIONS FOR THE CALCULATION OF ACADEMIC CREDITS
BETWEEN
The first party, Dr Ferran Sancho-Pifarré, Rector of the Universitat Autònoma de Barcelona (hereafter, UAB), with Fiscal Identity Number Q0818002H, domiciled at the university campus, 08193 Bellaterra (Cerdanyola del Vallès), in application of the powers attributed to him under article 75, letter m) of the UAB Statutes, these being exercised by virtue of her nomination as rector of this university by Catalan Government Decree 64/2012, of June 12, and in his name, in accordance with the resolution of  July 24, 2012, which authorises the signing of educational-cooperation agreements with companies and other institutions for external practicums, for the calculation of academic credits, Mr/Ms (......), Dean of the Faculty of (.......), or Director of the (.......) School at the UAB. 

And the second party, Mr/Ms (......), as (......), in name and representation of the collaborating institution (.........), whose address is in (.......) at (.....) (.......), with Fiscal Identity Number (.....).

The parties recognise their mutual legal capacity necessary to sign this agreement and
DECLARE

That, given the need to regulate the development of external academic practicums for university students and in accordance with the provisions of Spanish Royal Decree 1497/1981, of 19 June 1981, for Educational Cooperation Programmes, modified by Spanish Royal Decree 1845/1994, of 09 September 1994, the parties hereby sign this document and
AGREE
One. The object of this agreement is to establish the conditions for the development of external academic practicums that the student must perform as part of his or her training. The practicum must be aimed at completing the student’s theoretical and practical learning in order to provide him or her with a complete and integral training.
Two. The student must fulfil this external practicum in conformity with the training project detailed in annex 1 of this agreement, which includes the educational objectives and activities that must be developed.
The parties, jointly with the student, must sign a specific agreement document that shall form an inseparable part of this current framework agreement, by which the training project for the practicums, as well as the duration and programme of fulfilment, shall be regulated.

Three. The calendar and timetable foreseen for carrying out the practicum is compatible with academic activity, training and that which represents the student and in which students take part at the University. In all events, dedication to the practicums shall not exceed 50% of academic course time.
In all events and circumstances, the student has the right to time off work for the following:
a. Examinations, whether partial or final. The student shall be given time off for the whole day of the examination.

b. Tutorials. The student shall have permission for time off for all indispensable times of tutorials.

c. Presentation of academic projects. The student shall have permission for time off for all indispensable periods relating to the presentation of academic projects.

d. Representation and participation in the governing bodies and for the representation of the University. The student shall have permission for time off for all indispensable times relating to the sessions that are held and to participate in any corresponding elections.

e. Medical visits. The student shall have permission for time off for all indispensable medical appointments.

f. Other purposes jointly approved by the collaborating institution and the UAB.

The student must inform the collaborating institution with sufficient warning of any absences that can be foreseen, and must present the corresponding justifications.

The periods of practicum that have not been carried out because of such permissions may give rise to an extension of the end date of the internship period equivalent to the working period missed through permission, provided that this extension is communicated before the end of the period initially agreed with the UAB.

Four. The collaborating institution undertakes to designate a tutor who must oversee the student’s training and establish a plan of work in accordance with the training project.

The collaborating institution agrees to inform the student of the organization and operations of the organisation, as well as regulations of interest, especially in relation to safety and labour risks. 

The collaborating institution also agrees to treat the student’s details in accordance with the regulations on personal data and to provide the student with the details required in order to exercise their corresponding rights of access, rectification, cancellation and opposition.

Five. The tutor designated by the collaborating institution must coordinate with the internal tutor designated by the University in accordance with the established period.
The tutor designated by the collaborating institution must issue a final report to evaluate the student’s internship. This report must be provided to the UAB within a maximum period of 15 days counted from the date of the termination of the practicum and must be adjusted to the model report available on the University website (http://uab.cat/).
If the internal tutor at the University and the tutor designated by the collaborating institution agree to the need for an intermediate report, the tutor designated by the collaborating institution must complete this in accordance with the model available on the University website, and must present it to the UAB within a maximum period of 15 days counted from the halfway point of the student’s practicum internship.

In institutional recognition of the work carried out by the tutors nominated by the collaborating institution, the UAB determines those services and benefits that shall be offered to them, and shall do so under the same conditions applicable to other members of the university community. For this purpose, by request of the person interested and in accordance with the procedure that the UAB establishes, a personal document certifying the fact of having been external practicum tutor will be issued, and which shall be valid for one year.

The personal data of the person designated as tutor of the collaborating institution will form part of a file belonging to the UAB, in order to facilitate the objectives of this agreement and to monitor students’ progress. In accordance with applicable legislation on the protection of personal data, those designated as tutors may exercise their corresponding rights of access, rectification, cancellation and opposition by contacting the General Secretary of the UAB, Central Executive Offices, Bellaterra Campus, UAB. 

Six. The student agrees to join the collaborating institution on the date agreed, to comply with the given schedule and to respect the regulations established by the collaborating institution, and also to maintain the necessary relation with the tutor in order to guarantee the development of the practicum internship.  

Similarly, the student agrees to treat any of the collaborating institution’s internal information in absolute confidence when carrying out the practicum internship, and to respect professional confidentiality regarding its activities, both during the internship and after this has finished.

Setè. In the event that the specific agreement should stipulate that the student must receive financial assistance from the collaborating institution for studying, this financial assistance must be subject to a minimum retention of 2% of IRPF in conformity with Spanish Royal Decree 0439/2007, of March 30, 2007, and must be paid in accordance with the agreement established between the collaborating institution and the student. Furthermore, the collaborating institution shall be responsible for carrying out the corresponding retentions, in compliance with the Social Security scheme applicable at the specific time of the agreement, in accordance with current legislation.
Eight. Once the practicum internship has ended, the student must produce a final report, in accordance with the model established by the University, in accordance with the provisions established by each specific agreement. 

If the internal tutor from the University and the tutor designated by the collaborating institution agree to the need for an intermediate report, the student must provide this intermediate report to the UAB, in accordance with the provisions established by each specific agreement. 

Similarly, the student has the right to obtain a report from the collaborating institution where the practicum internship takes place, which makes express mention of the activity performed, its duration and performance.
Nine. Carrying out this practicum internship does not imply any obligations for the parties involved other than those strictly established within this document, and in no case implies the existence of an employment relation between the student and the collaborating institution, as established in article 7 of Spanish Royal Decree 1497/1981, of 19 June 1981, for Educational Cooperation Programmes, modified by Spanish Royal Decree 1845/1994, of 09 September 1994.
Ten. The student declares on the date that this agreement is signed that he or she has contacted an insurance policy to cover for accidents and public liabilities.
Eleven. Any failure to comply with the terms established in this agreement, annexes, specific agreements signed under its auspices and/or legally applicable dispositions must be reported to the Faculty/School of (..........) at the UAB, by which the desire to terminate this agreement is thereby understood, at least one week in advance before the date of the desired termination.

Similarly, the University many unilaterally terminate this agreement if it detects that either of the parties is not complying with the agreements established in this framework agreement and/or in specific agreements signed under its auspices, or through non-compliance with applicable regulations.

Twelve. This agreement is valid for (......), tacitly renewable for successive annual periods. 

The causes of the resolution of this agreement are those foreseen within this current framework agreement and in the specific agreement signed under its auspices, as well as in pursuance of applicable legislation. 
Thirteen. Any controversy that may arise from the application, interpretation or execution of this agreement must be resolved by mutual accord between the parties. If this is not possible, the parties renounce their own authorities and subject themselves instead to the courts and tribunals of Barcelona.

Fourteen. The UAB and the collaborating institution may publicly announce the signing of this agreement, as long as this is within the spirit and desires of the collaboration established between the parties. 

And to state their intentions, the parties sign two identical copies of this document in the place and on the date indicated below.
