Learning objectives
The aim of this course is to develop problem-solving skills when translating literary texts reflecting
different genres.

By the end of this course students should be able to:

e Understand and analyse different levels of meaning in a literary text (narrative, poetry or essay) as
an essential step prior to translating into another language.

¢ Combine different areas of knowledge when making decisions about questions related to
translating literary texts. As regards French, grasp the foundations, theoretical and practical
knowledge specific to literary translation.

¢ Document and manage information with the purpose of attaining a level of cultural transfer between
the two languages.

e Demonstrate their ability to translate different styles and genres and awareness of the
competencies pertinent to literary translators.

Competencies

Assessment criteria

Continuous assessment based on the following:

Written Real or simulated translation briefs or tasks related to relevant aspects of translation.
Translation project.

Drawing up reports /participating in forums about relevant tasks related to translation.
Student diary reflecting the learning and translation process.

Student portfolio.

Students must complete a minimum of 75% of assessed activities to be eligible for a final mark. See
section 10 of the course programme for the current year for details.
