 Show that they know and understand the basic methodological principles governing translation, 
its professional aspects, basic instrumentals, and the main contrastive problems encountered in 
this linguistic combination. 

 Apply this knowledge to solving basic translation problems in a variety of non-specialised texts 
written in standard language.

Learning objectives 
The objective of the course is to introduce students to solving translation problems in different types of 
non-specialised texts (narrative, descriptive, conceptual, argumentative and instructive) written in 
standard language. 
At the end of the course, students should be able to: 

 Demonstrate that they know and understand the basic methodological principles governing 
translation, its basic professional and instrumental aspects and the main contrastive problems of 
the language combination. 

 Apply this knowledge in order to solve basic translation problems in different types of non-
specialised texts written in standard language. 

Competencies 
 
Assessment criteria 
 Four commented translations of approximately 250 words: 50% 
 Regular attendance, draft translations at home, glossaries and portfolio (including all coursework: 

draft translations, documentation process, improved versions explaining mistakes and a personal 
commentary on the terms and strategies chosen to solve problems).  25 % 

 Translation project and oral presentation: 25% 
 
Students are required to complete 75% of assessed assignments to be eligible for a final mark.
