e German: 1.2 CEFR (Common European Framework of Reference).

Learning objectives

This course familiarises students with theory and methodology common to the field of bilateral
interpreting, and introduces them to basic techniques used in this modality so that they can apply these
with little difficulty in sessions which simulate working in the professional world.

At the end of the course students should be able to:
o Demonstrate their knowledge of the professional aspects of bilateral interpreting.
¢ Demonstrate that they have learned the methodological principles of bilateral interpreting.
¢ Demonstrate that they have mastered the basic techniques of bilateral interpreting in the most
frequently used fields.

Competencies

Assessment criteria
e Final exam: 40%
e Tests on interpreting performance: 40%
e Coursework and exercises: 20%

Students must complete a minimum of 75% of evaluated coursework and take all the tests to be eligible
for a final mark.

The students will be assessed on active participation in class and group and individual proposed
activities, as well as debates.
