
COLLABORATION AGREEMENT BETWEEN UNIVERSITAT AUTÒNOMA DE BARCELONA AND XXXXXXXXXXXXXX FOR RECOGNITION OF UNIVERSITY-LINKED RESEARCHERS

And on the other, Dr. Assumpció Malgosa Morera, vice-rector for Research of the Autonomous University of Barcelona, (hereinafter UAB), as appointed by the rector of September 1, 2022, and in use of the powers conferred by the resolution of the rector of November 7, 2022, which confers on him the powers to sign research agreements and contracts, with headquarters at the UAB University Campus, 08193 Bellaterra, with NIF: Q-0818002-H

Both parties mutually acknowledge each other’s legal capacity to enter into this agreement. 

DECLARE


I. That both parties have common goals and interests in the training and scientific fields around [scientific field].

II. That Law 1/2003, of 19 February, on Universities of Catalonia, provides in its article 62 the figure of researchers linked to the University.

III. That Chapter VII of Title I of the UAB Research Regulations (approved by agreement of the Governing Council of January 30, 2020) regulates the figure of the researcher linked to the University, conceived as that person who carries out research tasks at the UAB for the realization of research, development and innovation projects and for the transfer of knowledge and technology, through an agreement with universities, research centers or other public and private entities, which continues to maintain the contract employment with the institution of origin and is assigned to a department, an own research institute, a study and research center or another research structure.

IV. That there are a number of researchers who maintain a working relationship with [the INSTITUTION] who are interested in conducting research at the UAB through the figure of the researcher linked to the University.

V. That the UAB wishes to recognize as a research collaborator the researcher listed in ANNEX I.

VI. That the researchers listed in ANNEX I meet the requirements set out in the UAB Regulations, and their link to the UAB was favorably informed by the Research, Transfer and Innovation Commission on [...]

VII. That in accordance with the above, the Parties are interested in formalizing this collaboration agreement (hereinafter, "Agreement") in accordance with the following
TERMS


FIRST. 
The purpose of this Agreement is to recognize the researchers who adhere to it by subscribing to ANNEX I as researchers linked to the Universitat Autònoma de Barcelona (hereinafter, "IVU"), and to determine the legal effects of this recognition.

The IVU's will develop the research activity consisting of [...].

SECOND. Situation of IVU at the UAB
The IVUs adhering to this agreement are assigned to the Department/Institute/Research Center [...] of the UAB.

The appointment as IVU's does not entail any type of contractual, labor or statutory relationship between the IVU's and the UAB, since it is considered that they carry out their activity as a benevolence and, therefore, this does not entitle them to any remuneration of the University, neither in charge of its budgets, nor due to article 60 of the LOSU. The IVUs maintain the employment contract with [the INSTITUTION].

In all the scientific production of the IVUs, their double affiliation must be expressly stated, to [the INSTITUTION] and to the UAB. The current form of signature at the UAB in scientific publications is UNIVERSITAT AUTÒNOMA DE BARCELONA, in the form of the name and/or logo, to indicate belonging to the UAB. This mention must always follow the recommendations made by the UAB, which are described in ANNEX II.
THIRD. Rights and obligations of IVU 
IVUs have the following rights and powers:

a. Representation rights compatible with the UAB Statutes.

b. The right to use the University's common facilities and services under the same conditions as the UAB's own staff.

c. Right of authorship and/or invention, as appropriate, in matters subject to intellectual and/or industrial property regulations for those works or inventions of which they can be reputed, according to the applicable legislation, as authors and /or inventors, in accordance with the provisions of the seventh clause of this agreement.

d. The right to take part in external research calls, under the same conditions as the UAB's own staff, as long as the call and the funding body allow it.

e. The right to take part in the University's internal calls for research support under the same conditions as the UAB's own staff.

f. The right to direct doctoral theses under the same conditions as UAB professors, always in accordance with current legislation.

The IVU undertakes the following obligations:

a. They must send to the Research Management Area of the UAB, dependent on the Vice-Rectorate for Research, in the month of January of each year that the recognition of the IVU situation lasts at the UAB, a scientific report in which they have to describe the projects and publications they have carried out in the previous year.

b. They must adapt to the needs of the UAB in the organization of work in order to achieve maximum effectiveness and efficiency and fully integrate into the research structure to which they are linked.

c. Affiliated researchers must have civil liability insurance that covers the research activity carried out in the UAB facilities.
FOURTH. Funding
Both parties shall provide the necessary resources and capacities for conducting the activities described in Clause 1.2. Activities with possible budgetary implications will need a specific agreement to be signed, in which these matters are arranged.

FIFTH. Premises and material resources
Both parties agree that distribution of the costs of the various installations and services will be determined by written accord. 

SIXTH. Organisation and coordination
Both parties agree that each will designate a person responsible for organisation and coordination, charged with supervising the implementation of this agreement and taking the necessary decisions to ensure the purpose of the agreement is correctly achieved. 

On the part of the UAB, the person responsible for organisation and coordination of this agreement is the vice-rector for Research and Transfer.

On the part of [the INSTITUTION], the person responsible for organisation and coordination of this agreement is [full name of the person responsible]. 

SEVENTH. Ownership of patents and exploitation rights 

The ownership and exploitation rights of the results of the research, development and innovation activities resulting from the execution of this Agreement, as well as the intellectual and/or industrial property rights that derive from them, will correspond to the UAB and [THE INSTITUTION], in proportion to the contribution of each of the Parties (economics, spaces, furniture, infrastructure, among others).

In the event that results susceptible to protection and/or commercialization are developed, the IVU that is considered the author and/or inventor of the same, must notify the UAB and [THE INSTITUTION]. In this case, the Parties will sign an agreement that regulates the protection, management and exploitation of the joint results. In this sense, as long as this agreement does not exist, all decisions corresponding to the results will have to be taken by mutual agreement.

In any case, the authors and/or inventors must be recognized as such, in accordance with the applicable legislation.
EIGHTH. Entry into force and duration
This Agreement will enter into force at the time of the last signature issued by the Parties and its validity will extend up to a maximum……
(Art. 38.3 The minimum duration of the position of research collaborators is one academic semester, and the maximum three years)
NINTH. Amendment and termination

Both parties may amend or rescind this agreement at any time by common consent. The grounds for termination of this agreement are:

· Termination of IVUs' contract with the institution employing them. 

· Clear and serious breach of any of the clauses of the agreement by any of the parties. 

On receipt of the corresponding applications, both parties shall subscribe and unsubscribe IVU to this agreement by means of an addendum. 

TENTH. Legal framework and jurisdiction
For all matters not provided for in this agreement, Section 3a of Chapter VII of Title I of the UAB Research Regulations (approved by agreement of the Governing Council on September 25, 2024) will apply.
The parties shall attempt to resolve any disputes arising from the interpretation or fulfilment of this agreement by common consent. If the dispute cannot be resolved to the satisfaction of both parties within a reasonable period, the parties shall submit to the administrative‑litigation jurisdiction. 

And, as a sign of compliance and acceptance, both parties sign this document electronically and for a single purpose.

Annexe II. Signature of academic publications
Beside each author's name, there must be a callout for every centre or institution he/she is affiliated to, making it clear that they are separate centres. 
It is not possible to use initials (UAB) to show affiliation to Universitat Autònoma de Barcelona, nor to use a translation into other languages, such as English or Spanish, because search engines use the following search term for the UAB: «Universitat Autònoma de Barcelona». Independently of any conditions set by the journal, the affiliation to Universitat Autònoma de Barcelona must be clearly stated. It is important that the name Universitat Autònoma de Barcelona should appear without any other adjectives and separated from the surrounding text by commas or full stops. 

Instructions:
1. Authors must always include their affiliation to Universitat Autònoma de Barcelona, whatever the type of publication or announcement. 

2. The affiliation must be expressed in the following order: name of the department, centre or institute (full name in the original language), institution it belongs to, postal address, town and country. 

3. In the case of mixed centres that belong to various institutions, it is recommendable to specify the name of the centre and the institutions on which it depends. 

4. In the case of hospital-based researchers who are also university lecturers and that of university-linked researchers (IVU), both institutions must be included.
